Zach Lyon from Scout Troop 40 has conducted an Eagle Scout Project that 1s a Storm Drain Marking Program for the
Additions of Eastwood and Oakwood East. The goal of this project is as follows: The storm drain markers represent a
gentle reminder that we need to be diligent about keeping the creeks and drainage ways free of pollution. The ditches

behind the homes and the creek downstream are living ecosystems with fish, turtles, and ducks capable of sustaming a
variety of microscopic organisms that are

important to good water quality. These organisms are very sensitive to pollution, thus

making curb markers even more important. Some pollutants for these areas include grass clippings or washing paint-

brushes in or near the gutter, which leads to the storm dram,

the drain to the ditch, and the ditch to the creek. So by marking these environmental gateways and documenting their

condition, we can preserve the unique ecology that exists i the world around us. Thank vou for vour help in improv-
ing our water quality.
