The President's Points 
 

The summer of 2010 has brought some real challenges to the Board of Directors of the Eastwood 
Community Association.  The recent rains have worsened existing erosion problems and created additional 
problems in the common areas.  Erosion occurs in areas where the trees, bushes, and ground cover have been 
removed.  Please do not clear vegetation from the common areas.   The best defense against erosion is ground 
cover.  The erosion committee is considering different methods for lessening erosion problems.  As always, 
funds and manpower limit what the Board of Directors can do. 
 
The pool is now open.  The new pergola is giving pool-users some relief from the sun this year.  The board has 
received several favorable reports concerning the pergola.  The pool is for the residents of Eastwood and their 
guests only.  Please do not give out keys to outsiders.  Operating and maintaining the pool is our greatest 
expense.  You and I must pay the bill while they use the pool at no cost.  Also, please remember that children 
under 15 are not to be allowed to use the pool without a parent being present. 
 
This year board members oversee nine sub-committees which take care of the various entities of our 
Eastwood Community, such as the pool, the ponds, the common areas, etc.  I really appreciate the residents of 
Eastwood who have volunteered to serve on these committees.  Some are former board members, and others 
are residents who want to be involved in their community.  These committees are doing their work and finding 
solutions to problems that confront our association.  We can always use additional volunteers to share their 
expertise and serve as needed on these committees. 
 
Homeowner dues are to be paid by November each year.  Here are some things you need to know about dues: 
if you have not paid your dues, you lose your voting rights and the right to use the pool, the tennis court, etc 
[See Article V, Section 5.02, B, (b), page 21 of the Eastwood Declaration.  Also, a penalty of 10% per annum 
is added to those dues.  If the dues are not paid by July, then a lien is placed on the property.  Our dues are 
very reasonable compared to other homeowner associations.  The dues of the homeowners are the only funds 
the board has to maintain the various entities it oversees.  To all of you who pay your dues each year on time, 
thank you. 
 
The Annual Meeting of the Eastwood Community Association is September 20.  At this meeting, the 
homeowners adopt the budget and elect new board members.  Would you be willing to serve on the board?  If 
so, please let me or Bob Holland know.  You may not be able to serve on the board or one of the committees, 
but there are many ways you can help.  Your personal contributions in keeping our community special helps 
more than you know.  If all our residents maintain their property, mow their lawns, and observe the rules in the 
Declarations, then our community will continue to be special.  Again, I say thanks to all of you who do what 
you can to keep Eastwood an enjoyable place to live.

      Mark your calendars.  The Eastwood Garage Sale Fall garage sale is Oct 1-2.  
Remember it’s the resident’s responsibility to get proper permits from the city and post Garage Sale signs in 
accordance with city ordinances.

         Swimming Pool Hour Changes:  Effective immediately, the pool will be closed 
on Monday mornings from 10:00 – 1:00 for maintenance.  If Monday falls on a holiday, the pool will be 
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closed during the same hours on that next day--Tuesday. This time is needed for routine pool maintenance, 
and will work much better with no swimmers in the pool.  Otherwise, pool hours will remain 10 AM – 9 PM.  
Please review the rules for the pool.  The pool will be open at 9:00 AM – 10:00 for adult swimming only.  The 
pool is just one of the many neighborhood amenities in Eastwood.  We all must take the rules seriously and 
follow them.  The contractor finished the pergola just in time for pool opening.  We’ve heard many positive 
and thank-you’s for providing the shade.   Reminder:  put your sun screen on at home.  It needs to soak in to 
your skin about 10 minutes to be effective.  Otherwise, applying the sunscreen and jumping in to the pool 
causes two problems…it doesn’t work on the skin and it washes off in the pool causing a film to build up in 
the water and dirtying the water faster.   
 
 

   REMINDER TO ALL RESIDENTS:   Our garbage cans must be removed from the front 
of our homes after garbage pick-up by the city.  They belong out of site…either behind the brick wall built to 
hide the cans, or in the 3rd car garage.  They must not be visible from the street.  The same goes for other 
debris and items placed in front of garage doors.  This is not a storage area and is an eyesore.  Please clean up 
around your homes, especially in front of your garages.  Thanks to all for your cooperation. 
 
 

    Dead Tree Removal Policy  
 
The ECA is still dealing with dead trees due to the ice storm of 2007 and it’s unfortunate that new growth 
hasn’t taken place.  To that end, we, as residents, must take action for safety reasons, for destruction of our 
common areas pathways, and for appearance sake.  If you need to remove a dead tree, the following is 
required by the association prior to cutting down any tree:  if it is located on ECA property, or is close enough 
to his or her own property to be an eyesore, a hazard, or both.  The ECA is usually happy to grant permission, 
but only if the homeowner agrees to certain conditions.  These are as follows: 
 

· The homeowner must assume the full expense of cutting the tree(s), and hauling the wood to a curbside 
pickup point, which must be located either on ECA property (e.g., the intersection of a street and an 
Eastwood hiking trail) or on the homeowner's property. Cut tree limbs cannot be more than 6 feet long 
and 8 inches in diameter, or approximately 18 inches in circumference.  Limbs can be split lengthwise 
to satisfy this requirement. 

· The homeowner must not add any wood, brush, or other refuse, which may have been removed from 
his or her own private property, to the wood removed from ECA property.   

· The ECA will arrange, and pay for, the wood at the pickup point to be hauled away.  This will usually 
be accomplished by the Midwest City Sanitation Department. 

· The homeowner assumes full liability for any accident or injury, to either persons or property, that may 
occur while cutting the tree(s), or moving the cut wood to the pickup point 
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· If you'd like to cut down a diseased, damaged, or dead tree located on ECA property, please contact 
any Board member.  He or she will give you a form to fill out.  The Board will return a copy of the 
form to you, along with the approval.   

 

 Eastwood Community Association Fall Clean up is scheduled for October 16th.  Please 
make plans to participate in the “house cleaning” of our beautiful neighborhood.  There will be more 
details posted on the website as time draws closer.  If you need service now, below is information for you 
to contact our city for service.  You might go together with a neighbor and split the costs of the service. 

 

Curbside Trash Service Available for Large Items  

 

The City of Midwest City Public Works Department operates an on-going curbside trash pick-up service for 
brush and most household junk. 
 
The service runs every Wednesday by appointment only. The cost of the service is $35 for each half-hour with 
the fee charged to the resident's water bill.  All items must be placed at the curb for pick-up. Items not 
available for pick-up include: shingles, tires, rock, dirt, brick, concrete or hazardous materials/chemicals.  To 
schedule a pick up or for more information, please contact the Public Works Department at 739.1397.  

Midwest City also offers free dumping on Saturdays at the city dump on SE 15th Street just west of Douglas 
Blvd.  Just load up your refuse and remember to take your water bill for proof of residence.
